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VENUE AND ACCOMMODATION

A magnificent location near Hyde Park and the Sydney CBD

Pullman Sydney Hyde Park is a 5-star hotel centrally located within easy reach of Darlinghurst, the Sydney
Museum, Art Gallery, Darling Harbour and other CBD attractions, directly opposite the historic and pictur-
esque Hyde Park, and only minutes from Sydney Harbour. For those wishing to stay in-house, the contem-
porary accommodation is designed with rich, sophisticated tones, and rooms are among the largest in the
CBD, ranging in size from 32m? to 54m?. All of the rooms feature pleasant views of East Sydney, Hyde Park,
or the CBD. Our special conference rate is $259 for Classic rooms, $289 for Superior rooms, $319 for
deluxe rooms. These prices include one breakfast in the restaurant, additional breakfasts are available for
$30, and a rollaway bed is $70. To book your room, call Pullman Reservations on (02) 9361 8400 and state
that you are attending the SAPIA conference. Note that these discounted conference rates are non-
refundable in the case of cancellation.
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Breakfast is served in the hotel’s Windows on the Park Restaurant. A modern rooftop recreation deck in-
cludes a gym and pool with views of the Sydney skyline and glimpses of Wolloomooloo Bay. Poolside din-
ing is also available. Car parking is $35 per vehicle per day for in-house guests, and $59 per day for visitors.

Getting there from Sydney Airport:
The Pullman Hyde Park is situated at 36 College Street, Darlinghurst and is a 10km drive from Sydney Air-
port, normally taking under 20 minutes. Note that during peak hour, the journey time can be longer.

Taxi - There are taxi ranks at the airport and at the front door of the hotel, charges vary between $26 and
$40 depending on traffic.

Train - It is just 12 minutes by train from Platform 1 of the Domestic Airport Station: take the City Circle to
Museum Station and then a short walk across Hyde Park to the hotel.
